The Digital Signage (hereafter referred as “the device”) features a 4-equilateral design with a
narrower bezel, slim body, and ultra-thin back shell design. The simple wire guide groove can
reasonably wire and manage the power and signal cables.

Digital Signage can switch between landscape and portrait modes freely, allowing simultaneous
playback of images and videos in multiple windows. High brightness and high fogging professional
commercial display screens ranging from 500 to 700 nits, ensuring clearer content display in bright
environments, which is widely used for smart advertising and intelligent promotion.

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Chapter 3 Preparation for Installation

3.1 Precautions for Installation

Clean the device screen and back before installation for best performance.

For safety, only use the wall mount or base provided by the manufacturer.

Contact professional staff for wall mounting.

Check the accessories before the installation. Contact the dealer if anything is missing.
Do not install the device too tight. Otherwise the screen may be distorted.

The suspension should be installed on the load-bearing ceiling

Place the device on a stable surface or fix the device steadily on the wall.

Install the device near an available AC power socket for easy power connection. Use the same
ground cable with other devices to prevent signal interference.

Do not place the device near mechanical vibration source.
Do not place the device in an environment where insects have easy access.

Do not let the device face the air conditioner directly to avoid condensing.

Do not place the device in strong electromagnetic field to avoid radio interference.

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Chapter 4 Installation

4.1 Stand Assembling Instructions

The stand and the device are packaged separately when leaving the factory. If you need to install the
stand, please follow the steps below:
— Before installing the stand, please make sure the device power is turned off;

— Place the device on a flat surface with a soft cushion, with the screen facing down,
to prevent the screen from being scratched.

Steps
Stepl Take out the base plate with the bottom facing up and place it on a soft platform.

Step2 Take out 4 casters and install them on the base. Each caster is tightened and fixed
with 4 pieces of TM6x8 screws(As shown in Figure 1)

Step3 After the casters are installed, take out two base fixing brackets and install them on the base.
Each bracket is tightened and fixed with 2pcs of BM4x8 screws(As shown in Figure 2)

Step4 Install the groove part of the base to the position at the bottom of the device.
Tighten the base and device with 6pcs M8 screws(As shown in Figure 4)
Note: the base is distinguished as front and back(As shown in Figure 3)

Step5 Place the device in a suitable location, and lock the expansion screws into the ground
on the base bracket to tighten and fix the device(As shown in Figure 5)
